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Can You Be Stopped?

The chief priests and the Pharisees were determined that Jesus was going to stay in His grave after the crucifixion. They used

everything available to them to make sure of it. In Matthew 27:65, Pilate said, “Go, make the tomb as secure as you know how.”
They secured the tomb by placing a seal on the stone that was rolled in front of it. They posted guards at the entrance of the tomb.
Despite all of their efforts, the Jewish leaders were not able to prevent Jesus from accomplishing what had been promised in
Matthew 27:63, “After three days, | will rise again.” The religious leaders did not know that nothing in the physical world could stop
the divine will of Jesus from accomplishing His purpose. God's incomparably great power is available for those who believe and
obey. "That power is like the working of His mighty strength, which He exerted in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and
seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly realms" (Eph. 1:19-20). Paul states that “all who are baptized into Christ are baptized
into his death, and in the same way that Christ was resurrected they are to be resurrected to a new life in Christ (Rom. 6:3-7). If you
deliberately decide in your heart that you are going to bury your old self and be resurrected to a new life in Christ, you have God's
promise that you cannot be stopped. However, if you are looking for an excuse for living the same old life day after day, you will find
one. There are many excuses and things to blame if you want to find them. You can blame society, or your spouse, or your children,
or your parents, or your neighbors or “hypocrites” in the church. You can blame bad breaks, the wrong side of the bed,
circumstances, or your tough childhood. Excuses are endless, but if you want to be resurrected to a new life you will be. Nothing can
stop you, just as nothing was able to stop our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, from doing what He was sent to do. Mark 16:16 tells us
that “whoever believes and is baptized will be saved.” If you always have an excuse why you cannot change, you will not change. If
you are genuine and desire to be with the Lord for eternity, you will not and cannot be stopped.
